Thanks must also be given to those who have indexed and catalogued so diligently to produce the results you 
are looking at. We wish to thank the many who have made the library possible through their efforts or funds 
donated. 

The books are there for you to use. It is an essential service provided by The Royal Canadian Numismatic 
Association and is our wish that we provide forever expanding service in this area as it is one of the most 
essential parts of numismatic study.

Please enclose cost of postage in the special envelope enclosed with the shipment of books.
